The schedule of the three is not very flexible. I can only make an appointment for 10:00 a.m. Yamada so that

we can both make an appointment for next Monday. Is it appropriate to make an appointment for 3:00 PM?

Q4 You have a headache. You go to the pharmacy to buy a particular brand of headache medicine. When you
get to the pharmacy, they are out of the brand you were planning to buy. The pharmacist, whom you have
known for many years and trust greatly, tells you that they have generic drugs in stock. According to him,
they are "exactly the same" as the product [ was looking to buy. Is it appropriate to buy a generic drug without

further searching for the brand name product I was looking for?

Q5. You decide to make yourself a chocolate cake. You open a cookbook and look for instructions on how to



make a chocolate cake. You need 1 cup of chopped walnuts. You don't like walnuts and prefer macadamia
nuts. You happen to have both on hand. Would it be appropriate to use macadamia nuts since you do not

want to eat walnuts?

Q6 You must travel from Tokyo to Osaka to attend a meeting starting at 2:00 PM. You can go by train or by
bus. By train, you will arrive just in time for the meeting no matter what. The bus is scheduled to arrive one
hour before the meeting, but traffic may delay it for several hours. It would be very nice to have an extra hour
before the meeting, but it is not possible to be late. Is it appropriate to take the train instead of the bus to

ensure that [ arrive on time for the meeting?

Q7. You want to buy a new computer. The computer you want is now $100,000. A friend of mine who is
knowledgeable about the computer industry told me that this con. They are saying that the price of the
computer will drop to $50,000 next month. If you wait until next month to buy a new computer, you will have
to use your old computer for two to three weeks longer than you expected. However, everything you need to
do during that period can be done on the old computer. Is it appropriate to use the old computer for 2-3

weeks longer to save 50,000 yen on the purchase price of the new computer?

Q8 You are quietly having dinner at home when you receive a phone call from a representative of a reputable

national research organization. Is it appropriate to interrupt your dinner to get a $20,000 gift certificate?

Q9 You go to a bookstore to buy a book worth 5000 yen. You have two discount coupons. One of them entitles
you to a 30% discount on the purchase price. The discount coupon expires tomorrow. The other ticket offers
a 25% discount and is still valid for one year. Is it appropriate to use the 30% discount coupon this time and

keep the other coupon that is still good for one year?

Q10 An old friend has invited you to spend the weekend at his summer home, which is located a few hours
along the coast from your home. You plan to drive there, but there are two routes. One is the highway and
the other is the Gulf Coast Highway. The highway will get me to my friend's house in about 3 hours, but the
scenery is very boring. The gulf road will get me to my friend's house in about 3 hours and 15 minutes and

the view is breathtaking. Is it appropriate to take the Gulf route to see the amazing scenery while driving?

Q11 You are a rice farmer and you are driving a rice harvester to harvest rice. You are approaching a fork

in the road where the road splits into two. If you take the left path, you will have 14 bales (840 kg). You can



harvest 7 bales (420 kg) of rice by going the right way. If you go the right way, you will harvest 7 bales (420
kg) of rice. If nothing is done, the mower will go left. Is it appropriate to turn the mower to the right to harvest

Q12 One day you receive a letter in the mail at home. It is from a reputable company that provides financial
services. It is a solicitation to invest in a mutual fund with an initial investment of 100,000 yen. As it happens,
you are familiar with this particular mutual fund. As far as you know, its performance over the past few years
has been less than stellar, and there is no reason to believe that it will improve in the future. Is it appropriate

Q13 You bring your broken DVD player to a nearby repair store. The woman at the repair store tells you that
the repair will cost about 10,000 yen.

There are two raffle items: car A and car B. You
decide to buy one raffle ticket. You are a knowledgeable and serious car enthusiast and think both cars are
equally good. Since there have been many commercials for car B on TV recently, there are many more people
buying raffle tickets for car B. Since there were more people buying raffle tickets for car B, the odds of winning
car A are higher than those for car B. You want to buy car B in order to win car A. You buy a raffle ticket for
car B, but you don't know which car to buy. Is it appropriate to buy the raffle ticket for car B in order to win

Q16 You are planning to do two things this afternoon. Jogging and paperwork. Normally you prefer to finish

your work before exercising. The weather is nice now, but the forecast says it will start raining in about two



hours. You hate jogging in the rain, but you don't care what the weather is like during office work. Is it

appropriate to try to finish work before exercising, and first try to jog after about two hours of work?

Q17 You are preparing a vegetable pasta dish and are in the process of determining the order of each task.
You are running out of time. Now you are a little impatient and want to cut the vegetables. If you start boiling
the water and then cut the vegetables, it will take 20 minutes.

the slight urge to cut the vegetables?

Q18 You are going to a luncheon this afternoon. Before you go, you need to take a shower. You want to do
a little yard work before that, and this will make you sweat a lot. If you shower before the yard work, you will
need to shower again before the luncheon. It will be very nice to shower now. At the same time, I am very
eager to save money on my water bill and I should not shower more than once a day. Is it appropriate for you

Q19 You must go to the bakery in the morning and to the furniture store in the afternoon. You also have to
go to the camera shop in the meantime. You would like to get most of your errands done in the morning, but
you hate driving in vain. The camera shop is near the furniture store and far from the bakery. This means
that if you go to the camera shop in the afternoon when you go to the furniture store, you will have to drive
less.

Q20 You have received employment offers from two companies and are trying to decide which one to accept:
Company A offers an annual salary of 10 million yen and 14 days of annual leave; Company B offers an annual
salary of 5 million yen and 16 days of annual leave. The other conditions are almost the same for both

companies. Is it appropriate to accept Company B's proposal, which offers 2 more days of annual leave?

Q21 You are driving a tram and approaching a junction at a fast speed. On the track going left is a group of



five railroad workers. On the track going right, there is one railroad worker. If you do nothing, the tram will
continue to the left, killing the 5 workers. the only way to avoid the death of the 5 workers is to turn on the

storm?

Q29 You are on vacation on a remote island, fishing at a seaside pier. You see a group of travelers boarding
a small boat and attempting to cross to a nearby island. Shortly after the group departs, you hear the radio
saying that a terrible storm is about to hit. The group will definitely encounter that storm. The only way to
ensure their safety is to rent a nearby motorboat and warn them. The motorboat belongs to a stingy
businessman who has hired a very loyal keeper to ensure that absolutely no one can use it without permission.
To get to the motorboat, you must lie to the keeper. Is it appropriate to lie to the watchman to warn the group

of travelers renting the motorboat of the storm?

Q30 You are driving a tram and approaching a junction at a fast speed. On the track going left is a group of
five railroad workers. On the track going right, there is a group of 7 workers. If you do nothing, the tram will
go left, killing the five workers; the only way to avoid the death of the five workers is to flip the switch in the
cab and turn the tram to the right, killing the seven workers on the right. Is it appropriate to flip the switch

to avoid the deaths of the 5 workers?



Q31 You are a night watchman at a hospital. There has been an accident in the building next door and toxic
fumes are coming up from the hospital ventilation system.

Q32 Your friend has recently been looking for a job, but it is not looking good. Your friend thought that if he
made his resume more impressive, he would have a better chance of getting hired. So he decided to make it
more impressive by including false information in his resume. In the end, my friend managed to get the job
beating out many applicants who were actually better qualified than he was. It was appropriate for my friend

to include false information on his resume in order to get hired. Is it?

Q33 You are the owner of a small business and you are trying to make ends meet. You have found that you
can reduce your taxes by making your personal expenses business expenses. For example, you can turn the
stereo in your bedroom into a lounge in your office, or a meal with your wife into a dinner with a client. To

reduce taxes. Is it appropriate to disguise personal expenses as business expenses?

Q38 You are walking down the street and see a wallet on the ground. You open the wallet and find several
tens of thousands of yen in cash and your driver's license. Inside the wallet is a credit card. The owner of the
wallet is obviously wealthy, judging from the git card and other information. You, on the other hand, have
been in a tough spot lately and would really like some money. You are contemplating pulling out some cash

and sending the wallet to its owner. Is it appropriate to keep the money in the wallet for yourself?

Q39 As for the future, you are a veteran who lost both eyes in one of the wars. Recent medical advances have
made eye transplants possible, but annoyingly, there are no donors. A sympathetic dark surgeon is trying to
save you. If you ask him, he and his associates will kidnap someone at random, gouge out one eye, and
transplant it into you. s it appropriate to ask this surgeon to gouge out someone else's eye to restore your

sight?

Q40 You are a physician. You have five patients in critical condition with some internal disease. There is
another healthy patient. The only way to save the lives of the five patients is to transplant (against their will)
the five organs of the young patient into each of them. The young patient would then die and the five patients

would live. Is it appropriate to transplant five organs in order to avoid the death of five patients?

Q41 A tram is coming down towards the five workers. If you continue on your way, the five workers will
die. You are on a footbridge over the rails, between the approaching tram and the five workers. There happens
to be a very large man next to you on the footbridge. The only way to save the lives of the five workers is to
drop this person from the pedestrian bridge onto the rails and bring the tram to a halt with his large body.

This will kill the person, but save the five workers. Is it appropriate to push the person off the footbridge in



order to save the five workers?

Q42 You are driving down a country road and hear a call for help coming from somewhere in a roadside scrub.
You pull over and see a man, his legs are covered in blood. He says that he had an accident while hiking and
needs to be taken to the nearest hospital. At first, I try to help him because if he doesn't get to the hospital
right away, he would probably lose his leg. However, if we put him in the car, the leather seat will be stained

with blood. Is it appropriate to leave this person on the side of the road so as not to stain the leather seat?

Q43 You are a young architect and you are visiting one of the construction sites with your boss. Your boss is
a scumbag and makes you and everyone around you uncomfortable. If you push him off the building he is
inspecting, he will fall to his death, but everyone will think it was an accident.

Is it appropriate to push your boss off a building so that he is no longer in your life?

Q44 You are on a cruise ship and a fire breaks out and you must escape from the ship. The lifeboat carries
far more people than it can hold. The lifeboat you are on is sinking to a dangerous level. It is about to sink in
a few dozen more inches. The sea is getting rough and water is pouring into the lifeboat. It seems that the
only way to prevent the lifeboat from sinking is to throw some of the passengers into the sea, starting with
the elderly who have low resistance. Is it appropriate to throw some of the passengers into the sea to save

yourself and the rest of the passengers?

Q45 You are the patriarch of a poor family in a developing country, and after two years of poor harvests, there
seems to be no way to feed your family. your sons, ages 8 and 10, are too young to go to town to work, but
your daughter could make more money. A man you know from the same village lives in town and makes
explicit sexually explicit films with small children like your daughter. He tells you that if your daughter works
at his studio for a year, she will earn enough money to keep her family alive for a few years. Is it appropriate

to allow your daughter to work in the child pornography industry to support your family?

Q46 You are waiting in the hospital lounge to visit a sick friend. A young man sitting next to you tells you
that his father is very ill. The doctors tell you that they think it will be a week at most. He goes on to say that
his father has a substantial life insurance policy that expires at midnight that night. If his father dies before

midnight, he will have a large sum of money. He says that the money is very important and that if his father



lives a few more days, it won't help. He offers you 50 million yen if you go to his father's room and suffocate

him with a pillow. Is it appropriate for you and the young man to kill your father and get the money?

Q47 A group of ecologists, including you, are studying wildlife deep in the jungle when you are captured by
a group of armed terrorists. You are held hostage for several days. One of the terrorists takes a liking to you.
He says that the leader intends to kill you and the other hostages the next morning. He wants to help you
escape, but he needs a guarantee that you will not go to the police. He comes up with the next plan. He
records you killing one of the sleeping hostages. With this image, you will remain silent and he will let you go.

Is it appropriate to kill your comrades to escape the terrorists and save yourself?

Q48 Enemy soldiers have taken over your village. They have received orders to kill all remaining civilians.
You and some of the residents have escaped to the basement of a large house. From outside, you hear the
voices of soldiers who have entered the house in search of gold. Your baby begins to cry loudly. You cover
your baby's mouth to prevent her from hearing you. If you remove your hand from her mouth, the soldiers
will notice her cries and kill you, your child, and the others hiding in the basement. You must suffocate the
child to save yourself and others. Is it appropriate to suffocate the child to save yourself and the other

inhabitants?

Q49 Your plane has crashed in the Himalayas. The only survivors are you, another man, and a boy; the
three of you have been walking for several days, battling the terrible cold and wind. The only way to survive
is to find a way to a small village on the other side of the mountain. It is several days away. The boy has one
broken leg and cannot move very fast. His chances of survival are basically zero. Without food, you and the
other man will probably die. The man suggests to you that you sacrifice the boy and eat his corpse for a few

days. Is it appropriate for you and the other man to kill the boy in order to survive?

Q50 You have been dissatisfied with your marriage for several years. You are under the strong impression
that your wife does not love you anymore. You remember that your wife was attacked a few years ago and
how grateful she was for your concern for her afterward. You devise the following plan to win back her

affection. You hire a man to break into your house when you are not home. This man ties up your wife and
rapes her. As soon as you hear the terrible news, you return to your wife's side to care for and comfort her.
She will come to love you again. Is it appropriate to hire a man to comfort your wife and be thanked for it,

and then have him rape her?



Q51 A young boy is staying with his grandmother for the weekend. Normally, when the grandson comes to
visit, she gives him a five hundred yen allowance, but not this time. When the grandson asks why, his
grandmother replies that she didn't give him as many letters as usual. The grandson gets angry at this and
decides to play a prank. While his grandmother was busy cooking, he took a handful of medicine from the
medicine cabinet and put it in her teapot. That night, she makes a cup of tea and gets sick from the dissolved
medicine. In the morning, the grandmother dies. Was it appropriate for the boy to put the medicine in his

grandmother's teapot to play a trick?

Q52 You are a 15 year old girl and you are pregnant. You have been wearing loose-fitting clothes, gaining
weight on purpose, and somehow managing to keep your pregnancy from being discovered. One day at school,
your water breaks. You run to the girls' locker room and hide for a few hours to give birth. You are not at all
prepared to raise a baby. You think how relieved you would be if you could quickly clean up the mess you
made, wrap the baby in a towel, throw it in the trash can behind the school, and pretend it never happened.

Is it appropriate to throw the baby in the trash for the rest of your life?

Q53 You are a physician. One of your patients, who tested HIV-positive before developing AIDS, is about to
be discharged. He immediately tells you that he intends to infect as many people as possible with HIV starting
this evening, but the doctor is bound by confidentiality. You are bound by this and therefore cannot legally
prevent this man's plans. You realize that you can put an untraceable poison in his medicine and kill him

before he infects others. Is it appropriate to poison this man to prevent him from spreading HIV?

Q54 You are on a cruise ship and there is a fire and you must escape from the ship. The lifeboat is carrying
far more people than it can hold. The lifeboat you are on is sinking to a dangerous level. It is about to sink in
afew dozen centimeters. The sea is starting to get rough and more and more water is pouring into the lifeboat.
If nothing is done, the lifeboat will sink before the rescue ship arrives and everyone on board will die. By the
way, there is one injured person who will not survive either way. If this person is thrown out of the lifeboat,
the lifeboat will stay afloat and the rest of the passengers will be saved. Is it appropriate to dump this person

overboard to save the lives of the remaining passengers?

Q55 You are a waiter. One of your clients is going to jail in 48 hours but says he wants to infect as many

people as possible with HIV (AIDS) during his last free time before that. You know him to some extent and



know that he is telling the truth and is able to get close to many potential victims. You happen to know that
he has an extremely strong poppy seed allergy; if he eats even one poppy seed, he will convulse and need to
be hospitalized for at least 48 hours. Is it appropriate to allow this man to develop a severe allergy to prevent

him from spreading HIV?

Q56 You are one of a group of ecologists living deep in the jungle. The entire group, including eight children,
has been taken hostage by a group of armed terrorists. One of the terrorists likes you. He says that the leader
intends to kill you and the other hostages the next morning. He wants to help you and the children escape,
but as a sign of loyalty, he wants you to kill one hostage he doesn't like. If you reject the proposal, all the
hostages will die, including the children and yourself. If you accept the proposal, the others will die, but you
and your children will escape. Is it appropriate to kill one fellow hostage in order to escape the terrorists and

save the lives of eight children?

Q57. You are negotiating with a powerful and determined terrorist who is about to detonate a bomb in the
middle of a crowded street; one advantage is that you are protecting his teenage son. There is only one way
to stop a bomb from exploding that, if detonated, would kill thousands. The only way to stop it is to show him
a live satellite image, break one arm of his son in front of the camera, and threaten to break the other arm if
he does not stop. Is it appropriate to break the arm of a terrorist's son to stop a terrorist from killing thousands

of people with a bomb?

Q58 You are the captain of a military submarine and you are proceeding under a large iceberg. There is an
explosion on board, most of the oxygen supply has been lost, and one of the crew members is injured and
bleeding rapidly. The injured crew member will probably die from his injuries at any rate. Residual oxygen
will not last until everyone has surfaced. To save the other crew members, the injured crew member must be
shot dead to ensure that they have enough oxygen to survive. Is it appropriate to kill the injured crew member

to save the lives of the rest of the crew?

Q59. You are the leader of a small army of warriors from two different tribes, the hill tribe and the river
tribe. You are neither tribe. During the night, a hill tribe man has an argument with a river tribe man and
kills him. The river tribe intends to attack the hill tribe unless the murderer is killed, but the hill tribe refuses

to kill him. The only way to avoid a fight between the two tribes that will result in hundreds of deaths is to



publicly execute the murderer by beheading him with your sword. Is it appropriate to behead this man so that

the two tribes will not fight a battle that will result in the loss of hundreds of lives?

Q60 You are at war and you and your two children, ages 8 and 5, live in an area occupied by the enemy. The
enemy headquarters has a doctor who is conducting human experiments that will surely result in a painful
death. He intends to use one of your children as a test subject and will let you choose one of the children. 24
hours later you must take one of your children to his laboratory, and if you do not take one to the laboratory,
he will experiment on both of them. Is it appropriate to take one of them to the lab so that they both do not

die?

Q61 You, your husband, and four children are crossing a mountain range on your journey back to your
homeland. You have inadvertently set up camp in the sacred graveyard of a local clan. The clan leader says
he will execute you and your family according to local law. However, he says that if you kill the eldest son
yourself, he will spare you, your husband, and the remaining three children. Is it appropriate for you to kill

your eldest son in order to save yourself, your husband, and your three children?

Q62 You are the leader of a mountaineering expedition, but you are lost in the wilderness. There is a family
of six people on the expedition who have a genetic vitamin deficiency. A small number of people have high
levels of this vitamin in their kidneys. One such person is on the expedition. The only way to save the six
members of this family is to remove their kidneys and extract the necessary vitamins. This will not kill him,
but it will harm his health. This person is opposed to this plan, but you have the power to do it if you see fit.

Is it appropriate to forcibly remove this person's kidney to save the lives of six people with vitamin deficiency?

Q63 A viral epidemic is spreading throughout the world, killing millions of people. You have developed two
substances in your home laboratory. You know that one of them is a vaccine, but you do not know which one
it is. You also know that the non-vaccine is lethal. If you know which substance is the vaccine, you can use it
to save millions of lives. You have two people, and the only way to identify the vaccine is to try injecting each
substance into each person, one survives, one dies, and you can start saving lives with the vaccine. Is it
appropriate to kill one person with a lethal injection in order to identify a vaccine that will save millions of

lives?



Q64 You are the leader of a small unit of soldiers. You are returning home after completing a mission deep
behind enemy lines, when one of your men is seriously wounded in a trap set by the enemy. The trap is
connected to a radio, which by now should have alerted the enemy to your location. The enemy will be coming
soon. If the enemy finds your wounded men, he will torture and kill them. He will beg you not to leave him,
but if you try to take him with you, your entire small unit will be captured. The only way to prevent a wounded
soldier from being tortured is for you to shoot him yourself. Is it appropriate to shoot this man to death to

prevent him from being tortured by the enemy?
