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The article is the result of a narrative literary review conducted on scientific publications related to 

the social sciences [12]. The research was carried out by querying citation databases such as EBSCO, 

SCOPUS, and GOOGLE SCHOLAR, identifying sources most relevant to the topic and providing a 

description of the specific subjects discussed. The research specifically focused on literature produced 

in the last two decades, starting from Sara Ahmed's book "The Cultural Politics of Emotion," which 

is recognized as the volume that introduced the concept of Affective Economy into the current 

scientific debate. 
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
